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Students take part in a series of forensic tests to help Inspector Menottes


to solve his cases.





After an introduction (including laboratory safety rules and the role of forensic 


scientists), the scenario of the case is explained, together with details of the suspects. The students then work in teams of 3 or 4 to carry out a series of 


experiments to help to solve the crime. They also hear police interviews with the suspects. Then by piecing all the evidence together each team has to decide who is guilty!























Requirements for the workshops – A Hall or large classroom (preferably with projector or interactive whiteboard). A table for each team to work on and one for


demonstrations.
